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designs and produces the visu-
als, Marsha works with lawyers
to communicate a complex

story quickly to a lay audience
(the jurors etc.) with both vis-
ual and verbal means. She ex-
plains how people learn, visu-
ally and verbally, and uses visu-
als and verbal tools to get the
point across to the audience.

Marsha provides the tools, pri-
marily posters, which are easy
to use. Types of information
most commonly displayed are
technical (scientific, medical)
maps, numerical info, and time-
lines. She says that as an illus-
trator one must know all the
tools available and give the cli-
ent a product that works for
them. Video and other media
as well are at times appropri-
ate. Output is large — 3 ft. x 4
ft. or 40 in. x 60 in.(5 ft.),
mounted on a stiff backing,
often laminated, sometimes
magnetized, hinged, or with
Velcro add-ons.

Marsha uses Corel Suite prod-
ucts for nearly every project

she does. These are useful tips
for any communications special-
ist, and adaptable to anyone
working with an audience.

aged for distribution.

Banana Com self-configures dur-
ing installation. This makes Ba-
nana Com a very appealing lit-
tle product for the first-time mo-
dem user. The user does not
have to know anything about
his system’s communication
ports or modem. Banana Com
is smart enough to go out and
find what is where, and do the
proper installation. The first
thing the user sees is the dialing
directory, when he starts up Ba-
nana Com each time.

The BBS diskette not only con-
tains a customized copy of Ba-
nana Com, but also contains a
special “Readme” menu and text
file help system. The Readme
system provides additional in-
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formation related to first time
and continuing use of our
NTPCUG BBS. The diskette is
designed such that a user can
keep it in his disk library for
later reference to the informa-
tion contained in the Readme
documentation.

FirsT Time Ever
